Newly elected members of the Cer-
ritos City Council were officially seated
and a new Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem
selected during a special meeting of the
City Council held March 26 at the Cerri-
tos Center for the Performing Arts.

The City Council selected Frank
Aurelio Yokoyama as Mayor, and Lynda
P. Johnson as Mayor Pro Tem. This
followed the installation of new Coun-
cilmembers Mark E. Pulido, Jennifer
Hong, and Sophia M. Tse, whom voters
selected in the March 4 Cerritos General
Municipal Election.

“I am grateful for the unanimous
support and trust of my fellow Coun-
cilmembers in this selection, and hon-
ored to serve as Mayor of my hometown
of Cerritos,” said Yokoyama.

“Throughout its history, Cerritos
has continually elevated our service to
residents and embraced the needs and
makeup of our diverse community. As
we prepare to celebrate our 69th year as
a City, I’'m pleased to serve on a Council
that will represent many firsts: Cerritos’
first all-Asian- American City Council,
including three members of Filipino eth-
nicity, and the first majority female City
Council. I'm proud to serve as the first
Japanese-American Mayor of the City
of Cerritos. Together, we will serve the
diverse needs of all residents and build
upon this City’s strong foundation.”

Councilmembers Pulido, Hong and
Tse were joined by family and friends as
they were officially sworn in.

Federal Cuts Will
Squeeze School
Lunch Programs

Schools and pantries say
they will have to provide
less or rely on cheaper,
more processed foods.

Recent federal budget cuts have led
to the termination of the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture’s (USDA) Local
Food for Schools (LFS) program, which
provided approximately $660 million na-
tionwide to help schools purchase food
from local farmers and producers.

The goal of LFS was to strengthen
local food systems, support small farm-
ers, and provide students with fresher,
healthier meal options.

The controversial decision by Trump
and Musk is part of “broader federal
spending reductions aimed at decreasing
government expenditures.”

Some of the key features of the
LFS Program include funding for local
food purchases so schools can buy food
directly from local and regional pro-
ducers which in turn supports small and
disadvantaged farmers and strengthens
local economies by helping sustain small
farms and food businesses by creating
stable markets for their products.

LFS also improved school nutrition,
providing fresher and healthier food for
students while reducing the reliance on
processed and highly transported foods.

In California, the cessation of
the LFS program may impact school
districts that relied on these funds to
procure fresh, locally sourced foods for
student meals forcing schools to use
more processed foods while likely put-

GROUNDWATER-FESTIVAL
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Whittier Union Students Receive Powerful Lesson During DUI Car Crash Simulation

WHITTIER - Pioneer High School
students received an opportunity to see
how the real-life consequences of driving
drunk, distracted, or impaired can have
devastating and tragic results for their
friends, family, and community during an
“Every 15 Minutes” demonstration held
in front of the school on March 18.

The staged simulation for Pioneer
High juniors and seniors — featuring the
participation of the California Highway
Patrol (CHP), Los Angeles County Sher-
iff, City of Whittier Police Dept., Los An-
geles County Fire Dept., first responders,
and Funeraria de Angel Pico Rivera mor-
tuary — took the students through an entire
DUI car crash scenario — the initial 911
call, the rescue of victims, a sobriety test,
and the subsequent arrest of the driver.

“This is a day where we see a lot of
emotions from the students. There is
something about seeing their peers in a
car crash or being led away by the Grim
Reaper — even if it’s staged — that real-
ly hits home for the kids,” Pioneer High
School Principal Mary Chapman said.

Prior to the simulation, the Grim
Reaper, accompanied by a CHP officer,
the dean of students and a school counsel-
or, walked into classrooms and removed
a student every 15 minutes, representing
the lives of people who die every 15 min-
utes due to an accident caused by a driver
that was under the influence or distracted.
Obituaries were read to the class to an-
nounce their death.

The students removed from class
spent the night in an isolated retreat, with
no communication devices, until the next
morning, when the second part of the
demonstration — the funeral services for
the victims — took place in the Pioneer
gymnasium.

Marvin Jacobo orchestrated the “Every
15 Minutes” event, consulting with stu-
dent volunteers portraying victims or the
“Walking Dead” and their families and
discussing the emotional effects of being
involved in the simulation. Likewise, af-
ter the demonstration, Pioneer guidance
counselors were available throughout the
day to talk to students who needed help
processing what they had just seen. When
choosing students to play the roles of car
crash victims or the “Walking Dead,” the
Pioneer team looked for students from
different social circles so that the sobering

message of the day could be taken back to
their friends. The timing of the simulation
is important too. Pioneer prefers to stage it
in the run-up to prom season, a night when
the dangers of teenagers driving drunk or
distracted are known to greatly enhance.

“Every 15 Minutes” is a national
campaign which focuses on high school
juniors and seniors and aims to challenge
students to think about the dangers of
drunk driving. The campaign encourag-
es students to think about the impact that
their decisions can have on their family,
friends, and community.

ting local farmers out of business.

While the exact effects will vary by
district, those heavily dependent on LFS
funding might face challenges in main-
taining the quality and variety of their
meal offerings.

But that isn’t all. DOGE proposed
federal budget plans include significant
cuts to school meal programs, such as in-
creasing the eligibility threshold for the
Community Eligibility Provision (CEP).

The Community Eligibility Provision
(CEP) is a federal program under the
National School Lunch Program (NSLP)
and the School Breakfast Program
(SBP). It allows schools and districts
in low-income areas to provide free
breakfast and lunch to all students with-
out requiring individual applications.
CEP is a significant tool in combating
childhood hunger and ensuring students
have access to nutritious meals, which
can improve academic performance and
attendance.

Schools report eligibility based on
“Identified Student Percentage” (ISP)
rather than processing applications. ISP
includes students in households receiv-
ing SNAP (food stamps), TANF (cash
assistance), or FDPIR (Food Distribu-
tion Program on Indian Reservations),
homeless, migrant, runaway, or foster

children, students enrolled in Head Start
or a similar pre-K program

The number of those students is
divided by the total enrollment in the
school or district to obtain the ISP. A
school or district must have at least 25%
of students directly certified as eligible
for free meals, but the new change by
Trump and DOGE will take that percent-
age to 60%, which could disqualify over
24,000 schools nationwide from offer-
ing free meals to all students, affecting
approximately 12 million students.

California officials and education
advocates have expressed concern over
these federal funding reductions, em-
phasizing potential negative impacts on
students’ access to nutritious meals and
the financial stability of school nutrition
programs. The California Budget & Pol-
icy Center has highlighted that such cuts
could destabilize the state’s budget and
undermine critical services, including
education. California Budget and Policy
Center

School districts in California are ex-
ploring alternative funding sources and
adjustments to their meal programs to
mitigate the impact of these federal cuts.
However, the full extent of the repercus-
sions will depend on the state’s response
and the potential for securing additional
resources to support school nutrition
initiatives.

Many neighbors patiently stood in
line for their turn to practice putting
out the “pan fire” with a home-size fire
extinguisher. Extinguishing a fire is one
of the many hands-on interactive activ-
ities learned in Community Emergency
Response Team training (CERT).

Several CLC neighbors plan to take
a June 6th CERT training in Norwalk.
According to the Los Angeles Coun-
ty Office of Emergency Management
manual, neighbors, not professional first
responders, typically perform 70% of
all rescues in a major disaster. The large
percentage is because first responders
(firefighters, police, emergency medical
personnel) often take time to reach af-
fected areas, especially when infrastruc-
ture is damaged or overwhelmed.

In disasters like earthquakes, hurri-
canes, and floods, immediate survival
often depends on bystanders, family
members, and neighbors who can pro-
vide quick assistance before profession-
al help arrives, highlighting the impor-
tance of community preparedness, first
aid training, and local disaster response
plans.

CLC residents support the idea of
having neighbors get CERT trained to

help each other during a natural disaster.
CERT is a volunteer-based program that
trains citizens in disaster preparedness
and emergency response. It is organized
under the Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency and implemented by local
fire departments, emergency manage-
ment agencies, and community organi-
zations across the state.

Residents also agree with experts
who often stress that knowing one’s
neighbors and neighborhood, as well as
the cars and the people who regularly
belong in the neighborhood, can be
tremendously helpful in spotting and
reporting suspicious criminal activity.
They are looking forward to a couple of
summer neighborhood socials to meet
and greet their neighbors: a CLC neigh-
borhood yard sale and a “beautification
walk” picking up sidewalk litter (with
the help of litter pickup poles) around
the tract. Attendees left the Neighbor-
hood Watch event, having enjoyed
meeting new friends and neighbors.

After the designation, the Veterans
in the community sought to establish
a monument within the city limits
to honor all Purple Heart Veterans,
including those who currently reside or
have previously lived in Pico Rivera.

was selected as the designated location
for the Purple Heart Monument as it is
designed to complement the Plaza’s ex-
isting features, blending into the natural
surroundings. The monument will sit on
48 inches wide by 8 inches tall by 12
inches depth granite base that matches
the current plaza pillars. The monument
itself will be 44 inches wide, 40 inches
tall by 8 inches in depth. The engraving
will feature memorial information, and
a full color replica of the Purple Heart
Medal awarded for injury during mili-
tary action.

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Loren Kopff on Sports: Whitney Girls Baskethall Proved Anything is Possible, Even for a Smaller School

Playing on the same court as the
NBA’s Sacramento Kings, it was the
Whitney High girls basketball team
that left the Golden 1 Center as queens
on Mar. 15. That’s the day that will go
down in history of the program as the
Wildcats defeated Half Moon Bay High
48-40 to claim the CIF State Division
IV championship, the first for any girls
basketball team in the 49-year history of
the school.

At the postgame press conference
following the biggest victory the school
has seen in any sport, Whitney head
coach Myron Jacobs stated that the team
had been a hidden gem; a decent team
for the past five or six years. But truth
be told, the Wildcats have gone 106-58
in the six seasons Jacobs has been at
the helm. He needs two more victories
to become the all-time winningest girls
basketball coach at the school with an
enrollment of roughly 700. David Gar-
cia went 107-95 in eight seasons from
2000-2008 and Jeff Day compiled a
101-56 record from 2012-2018.

The word decent shouldn’t apply
to a program that has won 10 league
titles in the past 23 seasons and fin-
ished in second place six other times
in that same time span, or advanced to
the CIF-Southern Section quarterfinals
seven times from Garcia’s last season
to before the 2024-2025 campaign. The

word decent also should not apply to
a program that went undefeated in the
Academy League four straight seasons
under Day’s watch when he went 91-21
in that time.

Whatever words you want to use
to describe this program, this has been
a long time coming for a school that
doesn’t recruit its student-athletes. As
one of the top public schools in the
state every year, an entry exam decides
a student’s fate upon entering the ninth
grade. Athletics at Whitney may not be
at the forefront, but that doesn’t discour-

age the ones who come out for baseball,
basketball, cross country, golf, soccer,
softball, swimming, tennis, track and
field, volleyball or water polo.

“We kind of have to make a roster,”
said Jacobs following the state champi-
onship game. “We don’t take kids; this
is an academic school first and a sports
school second. I think this year was a
little more special for us because we
had six seniors who had been in the pro-
gram for the last four years that wanted
more.”

What many may not know is that

this isn’t the first time the school has
won any type of CIF championship. The
1986 and 1987 boys basketball teams,
under the tutelage of Bruce Carlisle won
the Small Schools title, beating Bel-Air
Prep 76-58 and Hesperia Christian High
53-44, respectively. In fact, Matt Bow-
ley was Player of the Year in 1986.

After that, it had been 16 years
before any Whitney team sport even
played for a divisional title. The 2003
boys tennis team, with Wes Williams
as the head coach, won the Division V
crown, getting past Fairmont Prep 11-7.
The 2005 team and the 2022 boys tennis
teams fell in the finals, as did the 2021
boys soccer team, getting edged by Si-
erra Canyon High 3-2 in the Division 7
title game.

“This is big,” said Jacobs. “Like I
tell everybody, this is just not for Whit-
ney; this is for the ABC Unified School
District. It just goes farther than just
Whitney.

“The one thing about the City of
Cerritos, even though we have rivalries
like Gahr and Cerritos, we all support
each other,” he later said. “We all look
out for each other; it’s a small commu-
nity. And like I said, this one is just not
for us. It’s for every high school in the
ABC Unified School District.”

The only other ABC district school
to have won a state basketball cham-
pionship was Artesia High in 1990, a
Division II winner over Fremont High

Melendrez Keeps Downey at Bay While Cerritos Scores Late to Break Losing Streak

The Cerritos High baseball team
was searching for anything to stop a
five-game losing streak when it hosted
Downey High last Friday. And junior
pitcher Frank Melendrez was just what
the doctor ordered.

Melendrez worked the final four
innings, retiring 11 of the final 14 he
saw after giving up a pair of runs as the
Dons scored three times i n
the bottom of the fifth
inning and one more
in the sixth as Cerritos
posted a 7-3 win. Cou-
pled with a 9-3 victory
over Long Beach Wil-
son High this past Mon-
day, the Dons are now
5-9 on the season.

“Frank’s done a
great job for us all
year,” said Cerritos head
coach Matt Joyce. “His
win-loss record wouldn’t
show that, but I want to
say Frank has given up
maybe two or three earned
runs all year. He’s been our
guy; he’s our rock on the mound. I'm
super happy for Frank and he works re-
ally hard.”

After senior Braxton Reed worked
the first three frames, allowing four
hits and one run, Melendrez came in
nursing a 3-1 lead. But with one out, he
walked Fabian Lopez and gave up a hit
to Caden Aguilar. Both would advance
on a wild pitch before a groundout from
Marcos Quinonez made hit 3-2. Anoth-
er wild pitch allowed Aguilar to touch
home plate but after that, Melendrez re-
tired six straight batters.

While he was doing his job, the of-
fense was making sure it put enough

runs on the board to prevent a sixth
straight loss. With one out in the fifth,
senior second baseman Dalton Chi
reached second on two errors on the
same play. Senior shortstop Adrian Re-
gis singled him home and one out later,
Regis made it 5-3 on a base hit from
sophomore third baseman Brandon Vo.
Two pitches later and with Vo at sec-
ond following a stolen base, sophomore
designated hitter Julian Diaz singled to
right to bring in Vo.

Reed added an insurance run in the
sixth inning when he was
walked, stole sec-

ond and advanced
twice on wild
pitches. Chi and
Regis each had
a pair of hits and
the third through
seventh batters in
the lineup went a
combined six for 15
with six runs batted
in and three runs.

“We’ve lost five
games in a row until
today and these guys are

sick of losing,” said Joyce.
“In their competitive drive,

they put together some good at-

bats and...they’re ready to win. And

what a good time right before league
[starts].”

Melendrez won for the first time in
four decisions but has a pair of saves.
One of those losses was a 1-0 complete
game contest against Beckman High
on Mar. 5. Melendrez also pitched six
and two-thirds innings of one-hit ball
against Mayfair High on Mar. 13. The
Dons would lose 1-0 in 10 innings.

“When we had an extra inning game
on Wednesday [against Chino Hills
High], Frank came in for four innings
of that game,” said Joyce. “Braxton

was the true starter [against Downey]
and the plan was only for him to go two
or three innings. I just wanted to give
Frank a little cushion because this was
supposed to be Frank’s start.”

Cerritos will host Artesia High
on Friday in the 605 League opener
before entertaining Pioneer High on
Tuesday in the front end of a home and
home series. The Dons, who have been
in four one-run games and a pair of two-
run contests, will also travel to Bishop
Montgomery High on Thursday.

“We’ve been close all year,” said
Joyce. “I’ll be honest with you, base-
ball is a cruel sport and sometimes, we
haven’t been getting the breaks. But I
told them if we just hold on, it’s going
to turn, and I feel it’s starting to turn and
it’s at a perfect time.”

In other baseball action, Artesia
knocked off Magnolia High 8-2 this
past Tuesday to improve to 8-2. The Pi-
oneers will host South EI Monte High on
Saturday and Whitney High on Tuesday.
Gahr High’s losing streak to begin
the season was extended to six games
after falling to Corona High 6-0 this
past Tuesday in the opening game of the
Boras Classic. But the Gladiators, who
had been outscored 27-5, bounced back
the next day in a big way against Palo-
ma Valley High, posting a 16-1 victory.
The Gladiators would face Cathedral
Catholic High on Mar. 27 and finish the
prestigious tournament on Friday be-
fore playing La Jolla Country Day High
on Monday in the first round of the Na-
tional Classic.

John Glenn High fell to Whitney
9-4 this past Tuesday in the 605 League
opener for both teams. The Eagles (3-
9, 0-1) will host the Wildcats on Friday,
travel to Baldwin Park High on Satur-
day and entertain Oxford Academy on
Tuesday.

Whitney’s win was the first league

victory since 2019 as no league games
were played in 2020 and the school
did not field a team for the next three
seasons. The Wildcats (4-3) then went

four. The first eight in the batting line-
up all had at least one hit.

On the other side, Zhang was labor-
ing throughout most of the game as the
Lancers stranded a pair of runners in
four of the first five innings as she was
up to 91 pitches through five innings.

winning this is a testament to the stu-
dent-athlete,” said an emotional Mura-
matsu. “You don’t realize that Whitney
High School has only a high school
enrollment of around 700 students, and
you can only enter based on an entry
exam. So, what we pull from is very
tight. These students are pursuing that
what a student-athlete would be expect-
ed to.”

Trying to hold back his tears, Mu-
ramatsu continued to say that Whitney
athletics are sometimes considered by
outsiders to be ‘a bunch of nerds’. Mu-
ramatsu was also the assistant athletic
director when Day was the school’s AD.

“But what you see here in front of
you are students and true athletes,” he
said. “And I’ve been in this program
for over 20 years, starting with my own
daughter, who was there for four years.
Just seeing the development of the pro-
gram up and down, up and down and to
be here now, nothing compares.”

During the postgame interview with
Nikki Kay, senior star Haylie Wang said
Jacobs was the best role model she had
ever had and is the most selfless coach
ever.

Watching the game on Spectrum
Sportsnet when I got back from Sacra-
mento, it was interesting to hear play-
by-play announcer Cooper Perkins say,
with 50 seconds left in the third quarter,
that Whitney had not had any success
prior to Jacobs’ arrival. That was not
true considering Day’s accomplish-
ments. In fact, since the 1998-1999 sea-
son with Gary Polk as the head coach,
the Wildcats have had 19 winning sea-
sons, five losing seasons and three more
when they finished at .500.

Whitney became the first public
school in Division IV to win a state
championship and since 1988 when the
CIF had a Division IV bracket for its
state basketball championships, only 13
schools from the CIF-Southern Section
have come home as champions with St.
Joseph High/Santa Maria being the first
in 1991. A dozen champions have come
from the CIF-North Coast Section with
three coming from the San Diego Sec-
tion.

This season in Sacramento, Whitney
and Etiwanda High from the Open Divi-
sion were the only two girls’ teams from
the Southern Section that won a state ti-
tle while for the boys, Roosevelt High
(Open Division), Sierra Canyon (Divi-
sion 1) and San Gabriel Academy High
(Division IIT) came home champions.

This state title wasn’t just for the
six seniors, three sophomores and two
juniors on this season’s team. It wasn’t
just for the current administration, staff,
faculty and student body. This one was
for everyone associated with the school
since its inception. This one was for the
past girls basketball stars like Kristina
DeVilla and Olivia Yaung in the late
1990s. This one was for the stars in the
early 2000s like Michelle Lee, Alyssa
Muramatsu and Ny. This one was for
the stars in the mid 2010’s like Christine
Hamakawa, Nicole Lee, Rachel Nagel,
who coached 2018-2019 squad to the
quarterfinals after a stellar playing ca-
reer at the University of California, Da-
vis, Reyna Ta’amu and Justine Wu.

And more recently, this one is for the
stars from the past 10 seasons like Kay-
la Hamakawa, Janelle Ho, Kim Hoso-
da, Layla Lacorte, Julianna Lee, Mady
Macaraeg, Rachel Song, Kylie Wang,
and Makenna Yokoyama.

Whitney High School, embrace this
moment; cherish it because times like
this don’t happen every year.
